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WHAT IS BAPTISM IN THE HOLY SPIRIT?

In Acts 1, before Jesus returned to heaven, He instructed His
disciples to wait in Jerusalem to receive power when the Holy
Spirit comes upon them. And they would be His witnesses
to the ends of the earth. The baptism in the Holy Spirit is
accompanied by a supernatural experience of utterance
(speaking in tongues) as experienced by the early Christians
in Acts 2:1-4. While all believers have the Holy Spirit within
at the point of salvation, the baptism in the Holy Spirit is an
empowering experience that Jesus promised.

WHAT IS THE PURPOSE OF THE BAPTISM IN THE
HOLY SPIRIT?

Believers are empowered with power for witness and ministry.
Jesus commanded in Luke 24:48-49 that disciples are to tarry
in the city until they are clothed with power from on high.

The Apostle Peter spoke of the anointing on Jesus with the
Holy Spirit and with power that He went about doing good,
and healing all who were oppressed by the devil (Acts 10:38).
It speaks of the anointing of the Holy Spirit upon believers for
the work of God.

HOW DO | RECEIVE BAPTISM IN THE HOLY SPIRIT?

First, become a believer in Jesus Christ. In Acts 2:38, it
speaks of the repentance and the forgiveness of sins before
receiving the gift of the Holy Spirit.

Second, you have to recognize that the promise of the Holy
Spirit is for you (Acts 2:39).

Third, pray earnestly. God will give to those who sincerely
seek Him for the gift of the Holy Spirit. “If you being evil
know how to give good gifts to your children, how much
more will your Father in heaven give the Holy Spirit to those
who ask Him!"” Luke 11:13

Fourth, ask pastors and others to pray with and for you. In
Acts 8:17-18; 9:17; 19:6, we read that hands were laid on
prospective recipients such as the Samaritans, Saul of Tarsus
and the Ephesians.

Fifth, understand that the gifts are not just an experience to
bless you, but for the empowerment on your lives to become
channels of ministry and blessings to others.
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IF APERSON CAN RECEIVE ETERNAL LIFE WITHOUT THE
BAPTISM IN THE HOLY SPIRIT, IS THERE A NEED FOR THE
PERSON TO BE BAPTIZED IN THE SPIRIT?

Receiving eternal life does not depend on being baptized in
the Holy Spirit; for salvation is by grace through faith alone
(Habakkuk 2:4; John 6:28-29; Galatians 3:6, 5:6; Ephesians 2:8).
It is a gift purchased for us by Christ when He was crucified.
All we have to do is accept the gift. Just as the repentant thief
on the cross next to Jesus was assured of entering paradise
that very day, we too are assured of a place in heaven with the
Father if we believe in Jesus Christ.

However, Christ commanded His followers to wait for the
Holy Spirit to come upon them (Luke 24:48-49; Acts 1:8). This
personal encounter with the Holy Spirit should be sought and
cherished by every believer. With it come a new and fuller
dimension of spiritual understanding and a flow of spiritual
gifts (1 Corinthians 12:8-13).

IS THE PERSON AWARE OF WHAT IS HAPPENING WHEN
HE/SHE IS FILLED WITH THE HOLY SPIRIT?

Christians are aware of what is happening when he/she is
filled with the Holy Spirit. On the Day of Pentecost, Peter
addressed the crowd that those who were filled with the
Spirit were not drunk as it was still nine in the morning. The
disciples were not in the state of ecstasy, but experiencing
the fulfillment of God's prophecy as spoken through the
prophet Joel. Occasionally we may be so overwhelmed with
God’s presence that we are less aware of what is around us
and we are caught up in the presence of God.

what happens when we speak in tongues?

BY PS WAYDE GOODALL

Many sincere people have asked, “Why speak in
tongues? What good will it do me?”

There are at least four benefits we want to point out:

1. Worship and Praise

The gift of speaking in tongues will enable people to
worship and praise God from the depths of their spirit.
On the Day of Pentecost, the onlookers commented,
“Are not all these men who are speaking Galileans?...
we hear them declaring the wonders of God in our

own tongues!” (Acts 2:7, 11). The word wonders comes
from the original Greek word megaleios, which means
“conspicuous, magnificent, splendid, majestic, sublime,
grand, beautiful, excellent, favorable.” The onlookers
heard the disciples speaking in their own languages
about the majestic greatness of God and His magnificent
deeds. Giving thanks and praise to God is a wonderful
habit to acquire. Christians who pray in their prayer
language can know they are uplifting the Lord and
offering heartfelt praise to Him.

2. Personal Edification

Paul informs us that “he who speaks in a tongue edifies
himself” (1 Cor. 14:4). All of us need personal edification.
The edification that Paul mentions here is not arrogance,
pride, or self-centeredness. It is a pure edification

that strengthens and promotes our spiritual beings,
encouraging maturity and godly characteristics in our
lives. It will deepen our love for God, give us a greater
concern for others, and encourage us to keep our hearts
and consciences clean before the Lord.

3. Spirit Prayer

First Corinthians 14.2 says, “For anyone who speaks in a
tongue does not speak to men but to God. Indeed, no
one understands him; he utters mysteries with his spirit.”

Often we cannot think of the words to say or cannot
communicate to God thoroughly how we really feel
about something.

The late Episcopalian pastor Dennis J, Bennett said:

Speaking in tongues enables a person to speak

or pray to God without interference from any
human source, including himself; without the mind,
emotions, or will intruding into the picture. The
indwelling Spirit says in effect, “I know what you
need to express to God the Father. Trust me to

guide you as you speak.” Thus confession can be
made of sins that the mind does not even know
about and would not acknowledge, or would soften
and rephrase if it did. On the positive side, love for
God can be expressed with a fullness and freedom
otherwise impossible to the person because of
inhibitions and fears of expression. Intercession

can be made for others, expressing their deepest
needs, without the intercessor knowing what these
needs are.

"We know not what we should pray for as we
ought,” says Paul, “but the Spirit itself maketh
intercession for us...."” The Basic English New
Testament version of this quotation is “The Spirit
puts our desire into words which are not in our
power to say...”

The Living Bible paraphrases it thus: “The Holy
Spirit prays for us with such feeling that it cannot be
expressed in words, and the Father, who knows all
hearts, knows of course what the Spirit is saying as
he pleads.”

4. Sense of Assurance

When we experience speaking in tongues, we have a
sense of assurance that we have received the baptism in
the Holy Spirit of which both Jesus and John the Baptist
spoke. In times of doubt, we can remind ourselves that
God gives this gift only to those who have been baptized
in the Spirit. As the “stones” served as the reminder to
the children of Israel that they finally crossed the Jordan
River into the Land of Canaan (Josh. 4:1-7), so this
experience with the gift of speaking in another language
can remind us of what God did for us when we received
the promised baptism.

THE PROMISE IS FOR YOU

As Peter finished his powerful message on the Day of
Pentecost, he said, “The promise is for you and your
children and for all who are far off - for all whom the Lord
our God will call” (Acts 2: 39).

NEPAL AND BHUTAN

| was in Nepal and Bhutan from 25 April to 7 May with my
wife and Terence. It was an eventful trip. Everywhere we
went, we found believers hungry for the teaching of the
Word and the power of the Spirit.

We conducted our Pastoral Leadership Training in both
places. There were more than 200 pastors, leaders and
their wives in these trainings. We taught on pastoral pitfalls,
the ideal man and woman of God and the principles of
healing in the day sessions and concluded each night

with a revival meeting, where we preached, healed and
delivered.

By the grace of God, we witnessed many healings among
the leaders. At least four were healed of their partial or
near deafness. Some even had their eyesight restored. One
pastor testified that she was healed of an excruciating pain
from her hip down to her heel.

Despite the sweltering heat in Nepal and the religious
restrictions enforced on the Bhutanese Christians, both
cities thrived with their unique opportunities. We thank
God for providing the Nepalese with greater freedom of
worship and a stable government and pray the same for
Bhutan.

This region is one of great potential for the gospel, with
strong churches rooted in the Word, with strong faith and
passion to multiply themselves and spread the Kingdom
of God throughout the country. The harvest field is ripe in
these countries. The challenge remains that the labourers
are few.
