Looking back, REACH started in 1999 as the social arm of Grace Assembly and we had
the first Centre in Bishan. It has been 16 long years since. What can we learn from this
development?

The timing of the development for these new centres is significant because it’s in alignment
with the whole missional thrust of the church at this point. It opens up new and more
opportunities for us to make a greater impact on our society.

It's already happening as many Gracians become involved with REACH in one way
or another, but | would like to see more.

Indeed, I'm thankful to the Lord for His provision and favour upon us and most of all, His
hand upon REACH. So, let us reach out together!

My childhood was a
difficult one, so | have
always felt compassion
towards the poor. When |
was in my early twenties,
during my first missions
trip to Myanmar, | was
filled with sorrow as |
came face-to-face with
the plight of those living in
poverty. They were sorely
lacking in food, healthcare
and proper housing. | cried
out to God, “Now that | am
financially stable, please
show me what | can do
to lift this burden from them!” God's answer surprised me - He
challenged me to share the gospel with them and serve Him in
missions. While | wanted to see them receive material riches on
this earth, He showed me that He had something much better
in store for them - spiritual riches for eternity. Knowing and
following Him would be the best investment of their lives.

Having heard God’s clear call for me to serve Him full-time in

On 3 April 2015, congregations at both the
Good Friday services at Gll Bukit Batok
were in for a treat —a mini musical on the
sacrificial love of Christ!

After worship, Oops! Asia performed a
musical on stage at the Sanctuary, depicting
the final hours of Jesus, from the trial
before Pontius Pilate, to the crucifixion, and
finally to His resurrection. Members of the
talented Oops! entourage acted and sang
songs. Our very own Grace talent - Freda,
Fabia and Lit Siew - also acted and sang
during certain sections of the musical.

Oops! Asia Singapore is a Christian music ministry and a music
production house, involved in songwriting, album, musical
productions and radio programs.

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THE UNREACHED ILLITERATE 8y sasmin Low

John Stott, a leader of the worldwide Evangelical movement, and ranked among the 100 most influential people in 2005, said, “We
must be global Christians with a global vision because we serve a global God.”

I am not an experienced missions tripper, but my heart carries a burden for the global vision of our global God. I've only been to
four countries for short-term missions, and only one of which can | speak their language fluently. In the past two months, | had the
opportunity to go for missions trips to Myanmar and Cambodia. It dawned upon me that while I'm there struggling with language
constraints to share the gospel, there are still many unreached tribes and peoples that can neither read nor write. So my thoughts
were, ‘No, we can’t hand out tracts to them; no, we can’t distribute bibles to them...Then, what?" According to the latest UNESCO
Institute for Statistics, a whopping 781 million adults cannot read or write! That’s just the statistics for illiteracy among the adults;
just think about the women and elderly. However, we need to know that illiterate people are not less intelligent or capable, and
while literacy is important for believers, it is not a requirement for salvation. Illiteracy shall not be the hindrance to them from
receiving the gospel, nor shall it be a hindrance for them to grow in the Word as disciples of Christ! Hence, it is in our faithfulness
and trust in the Lord, to learn how to convey the Word to these souls who continue to live in darkness.

In April 2015, Grace Missions sent workers to minister to the family of Christ in East Asia and Nepal! About 100 delegates from
five countries gathered in Nepal, Kathmandu, for a conference organised by Grace Missions. On top of that, the church gathered
during World Prayer to pray for the kingdom of Nepal! The works of Grace Missions involves reaching out to the illiterate, and |
would like to ask for your prayers and support for the furthering of these works. For the glory of God and for the building up of the
church, let us witness this - that more souls be saved, more believers be discipled and more pastors and leaders be equipped!

LEARI\“NG FROM THE MYANMESE BY ESTHER CHAN, R-AGE

In March 2015, a group of nine of us from R-AGE embarked on a missions trip to Myanmar.
Last August, | finally got out of my ‘dry season’ and subsequently as | rebuilt

the relationship | once had with God, | somehow felt compelled to go on a

missions trip this year. Then, my cell leader asked if | wanted to go on one

such trip to Myanmar. | agreed as | believed it was not a coincidence that | was

asked to go, right after | felt the urge to embark on a missions trip.

In Myanmar, | witnessed the fire the people had for God. Everyone gave
their absolute best to God, no one shortchanged Him of what He deserves
despite the humble settings they were in. During worship sessions, | feel like
sometimes we hold ourselves back due to fear of judgment from our peers but |
now realised that it is really between us and God, and nothing should distract us
from our worship unto Him. This has taught me that the atmosphere should
not determine how bright our flame is for God, but should actually be our love
and desire for wanting to worship Him.

The people of Myanmar also exhibited child-like faith. Their intentions
for having such a relationship with God is so pure and transparent simply
because they believe in Him. This reminded me that | should not think that
being a Christian would grant me my worldly desires; | used to treat God like
a wishing well. God has shown me that there is so much more to Him than
just being a big genie in a bottle and | find a lot of comfort in that. He is a God
that loves us with a love no one can understand.

Despite the language barrier, some of them broke down in tears while | was
praying for them and | found a lot of comfort in that because | know that God
was moving in them.

In this day and age, we are hindered from building stronger relationships with God due to our hectic lifestyles and schedules.
For them, it is the persecution they might be subjected to. One of the pastor’s wife was telling me about how it was so difficult
to stay strong in their faith due to the fact that their country is majority Buddhist, and it really touched my heart how they were
willing to endure all the hostility and judgment just so that they could “bring people to Christ.” Their goal in life is very simple,
and that is to reach out to as many pre-believers as they can. It dawned upon me how urgent we need to evangelise to those
who have yet to know the truth. That should be our ultimate purpose in life.

I admit I did have reservations before going on that trip, but after experiencing this, | have no regrets. | felt like God has brought
me to Myanmar to realise what it means to be a child of God, and how much He wants pre-believers to let Him into their lives.
I encourage all Gracians to sign up for a missions trip at some point of their lives, because | believe no matter how spiritually
mature or well-versed (pun intended) we think we are in His Word, we will always be reminded of what it really means to sing
“it's all about you Jesus”. Let us step out missionally in faith, just as He did.

On that same night, | went running and | am totally healed until today, it's been
2 years since. | want to give praise to the Lord, and | want to share this testimony to give glory to God, and to put the devil to shame.

REMEMBERING MUM, WITH LOVE

MOTHER’S DAY TRIBUTE - Peter Lim shares his memory of his beloved Mum
who passed away in 2010 at the age of 76.

month before Mother’s
ADay in 2010, | officially

became an orphan.
Mum succumbed to cancer
five months after she was
diagnosed with it; the same
killer disease that took Dad
four decades ago.

I will always remember the

day in November 2009 when

my elder sister June called

me with the news of Mum’s

cancer. In the last few

years, Mum had been losing

weight and strength. Her ability to recover from minor injuries
deteriorated. She was coughing more. Finally, a routine review of
her recovery from a mild stroke confirmed our greatest fear - she
was surviving on half her lungs, and was quickly losing what was
left to cancer.

When June called, | was driving to an appointment, and had to stop
the car to cry.

Growing up, | wasn’t particularly close to Mum. Widowed at 42
years old and left to take care of nine young children (with one
intellectually disabled), life had definitely dealt her a cruel blow.
Her relationship with Dad in his living years weren’t exactly great
either - | recall the many heated quarrels which often ended in
violent fights, often with police intervention.

| was never Mum'’s favourite kid and my own childish explanation
was that she simply disliked the fact that Dad loved me the most. So
while many of my peers enjoyed the perks of being the “youngest
boy”, | was often punished, sometimes with Dad shielding me
from her canings. Once, after a caning session which | felt | did
not deserve, | vowed to do well in my studies to prove to Mum that
| was deserving of her love.

In my teenage years, | became more committed to my Christian
faith and that was when Mum openly ostracised me.

“Let the church feed you!” she once shouted as she chased me
away from the dinner table. | walked out of the house hungry that
night, but remained steadfast to my faith. As difficult as it was for a
14-year-old, | wanted her to know that embracing my faith did not
mean she had lost me as a filial son. As such, | learnt to fend for
myself and did practically every household chore - | was the help
around the house and, as my older siblings left home one by one, |
became the only one supporting Mum, my disabled younger sister
and at one time, our stroke-stricken grandmother.

In my pre-university days, | applied and successfully obtained
a scholarship as | did not want to burden Mum financially. The

money paid for my university tuition fees and hostel lodging, and
because | had always been thrifty, there was even enough left over
to give Mum her occasional pocket money.

| remember Mum with love.

Despite the rather dysfunctional childhood | had experienced, |
remind myself of all the sacrifices that Mum had made for the
family. | recall how late and hard she had to work to support us
when Dad was ill and dying of cancer. And | cherish every memory
that | have of her bringing me on outings, even if those were trips
to the temples or wet markets.

Mum'’s tough discipline taught me that life is not all about fairness,
but being strong in the face of injustice.

Her discipline motivated me, as a very young boy, to push myself to
perform academically to secure a better “future”.

Her disapproval of my Christian faith in fact made me a stronger
believer, which in turn taught me to honour and obey her as my Mum.

In the last two weeks of her life, | took time off work and was with
her every day. | spoke to her and updated her about her grandson
Linus Mark, what | was going through at work, and assured her
that she could go in peace. Most of all, | repeatedly told her that |
loved her - something | had never consciously done before.

In the early hours of 4 April 2010, | had just left Mum’s house when
June called and asked me to rush back. When Dad died, | wasn’t at
his deathbed but | was glad | was there the night Mum left. | kissed
her sunken face and held her frail hand as | whispered “Mum, |
love you".

These days, | still sometimes want to pick up the phone to call
Mum to check on her, only to realise she is no longer around. But
| take comfort that in her last days, she had chosen the path | did
many years ago and embraced the Christian faith that had taught
me to be a better son.

| know she is in good hands.

No tuition centre wanted

to take in David* as their
student. He paid no
attention in class, refused to
listen to instructions and is
socially anomalous.

David*, is a 16-year-old boy,
who suffers from behavioural disorders since young. Over
the years, he was deemed a trouble-maker, a delinquent
youth to friends, schools and the society. His parents, like
David himself, felt helpless. Feeling distraught, they came to
REACH for help.

While there seemed to be no hope for them, they found hope
within REACH! The social worker encouraged his parents to
join our REACH parenting programme, which helped them
understand David’s special needs. She also appointed a
volunteer tutor to give David personalised coaching and help
him keep pace with his school work.

Love Builds Up

The volunteer, although not specifically trained to manage
special needs students like David, but together with the help of
our social worker and school counsellor, gave all he has to help
David. With time and lots of patience, their selfless contribution
paid off. David began to show progress in his studies!

David has been on the REACH academic assistance
programme (Programme Esperanza) for about 3 years, and is
progressing well. In the meantime, David’s parents continued
with our parenting programme.

David is one good example of the many beneficiaries

who have received help from REACH. The patience, love,
dedication and selflessness of our faithful social workers,
counsellors, volunteers and supporters have made

that possible.

Members of Grace Assembly have helped in many ways too.
