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The Bible contains books with chapters of biblical history. These may 
seem like plain old stories to us but if you dig deeper, you will see 
that everything in the Old Testament points to Jesus Christ and has a 
spiritual meaning to us today. 

The Ark of God also has a significant meaning for us today. The 
Ark symbolises the presence of God. Wherever the Ark was, God’s 
presence was always there.

Exodus 25:22: “There, above the cover between the two cherubim that 
are over the ark of the Testimony, I will meet with you and give you all 
my commands for the Israelites”

Psalm 99:1: “The Lord reigns, let the nations tremble; He sits 
enthroned between the cherubim…”

Today, if my home has everything in it but doesn’t have the Ark of the 
Testimony, my house is of no use. The Ark of the testimony represents 
the Word of God. So if the Word of God is proclaimed in your family, 
then your family has the Ark of God with them.

What are the blessings that God gives to us as a result of the Ark 
being in our home?

Firstly, God blesses everything in the house. Obed Edom had the Ark 
in his home for three months and God blessed him in every way. Even 
David heard of the blessings that Obed-Edom received.

2 Samuel 6:11: “The Ark of the Lord remained in the house of Obed-
Edom the Gittite for three months, and the Lord blessed him and his 
entire household.”

2 Samuel 6:12: “Now King David was told, “The Lord has blessed the 
household of Obed-Edom and everything he has, because of the Ark  
of God.”

The Bible says that even his children were blessed. 

1 Chronicles 26:8 “All these were descendants of Obed-Edom; they and 
their sons and their relatives were capable men with the strength to do 
the work – descendants of Obed-Edom, 62 in all.”

Secondly, there will be peace in your home even when we face 
stress and difficulties in our businesses, at work, in schools or in 
relationships. After David became king, he had many difficult times 
and fought many wars. But ever since he moved the Ark to his palace, 
God gave him peace and rest.

In 2 Samuel Chapter 6, David was bringing in the Ark of the Lord into 
the city of David. In the opening lines of chapter 7 the bible tells us that 
God gave David rest and peace.

Building Your Family Altar:  
Is the Ark of God in your home?

2 Samuel 7:1: “After the king was settled in his palace and the Lord 
had given him rest from all his enemies around him…”

My testimony

I came from a non-Christian religious background family and my 
mother accepted Christ before I was born so we were raised as 
Christians. Becoming a Christian in my family was looked down 
upon. The poor were seen more willing to accept Christ and in most 
churches, many of the congregation members were from poorer 
backgrounds. Our church was in a rented hall of a school buildings. 
Stray dogs, cats, and even rainwater came right in during our services. 

I was baptised at the age of 11 in the sea where people stood on the 
shore and watched as if I was being murdered by a bunch of people. 
Relatives hurled insults at us and said that I would never get married, 
and if I did, I would be married to a poor rickshaw driver because I 
insisted on marrying only a Christian.

Against all odds, my mother, my sister and I made sure we built our 
family altar and called on the name of God. The altar I speak of is not a 
physical altar but it is a spiritual altar that we make to the Lord when 
we pray as a family in agreement, when we read and proclaim God’s 
Word and worship Jesus. We also opened our home for God’s Word to 
be ministered to people and evangelism.

I suffered from a Psoriasis, a skin condition that doctors said there 
was no cure but could only control by medication. I tried all kinds of 
medication but nothing worked. So, I decided to stand on the word 
wholeheartedly and took the following scripture for myself by faith.

James 5:14 “Is any one of you sick? He should call the elders of the 
church to pray over him and anoint him with oil in the name of the 
Lord. And the prayer offered in faith will make the sick person well; the 
Lord will raise him up. If he has sinned, he will be forgiven.”

The healing was not instantaneous but after some months, I discovered 
that I was completely healed and there has been no trace of psoriasis 
for the past 25 years now.

We prayed, and both my sister and I were married to Christian men 
who are not only well placed in their careers but love the Lord and are 
serving in a church. Our relatives had nothing more to persecute us 
and humiliate us about and after witnessing the Lord’s faithfulness in 
our lives they gave up on calling us names. They were silenced after 
seeing what the Lord had done in our lives. And they now look to us for 
prayers for their own lives and their own challenges. 

What must we do to receive peace and rest within our homes, 
relationships and family?

Dear brothers and sisters, bring the Ark of God in your home and give 
it the highest place. Build your altar in your family and proclaim the 
word within your walls at all times. The word of God must lead us. 
Whatever we do, before we begin, pray and be driven into your decision 
by the word of God. You may not be able to see a solution to your 
situation right away but when the light of the word of God shines in 
the darkness you face in your life, you can see the way you need to go.  
As you dwell on God’s word it will be a light unto your feet and a lamp 
unto your path. I pray that we all give God’s Word the highest place of 
honour in our hearts and receive the blessings of the Ark of God as it 
dwells in our homes and in our families.

Psalm 119:105 “Your word is a lamp for my feet, a light on my path.”
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An interactive and fun-filled parenting workshop with 41 GFM parents on 19 February 
was held at Praise Room, Grace Assembly of God, Bukit Batok. “I want to live a 
life that would impact other’s lives”, “I’m a responsible person”, “I don’t like doing 
homework”, “I want to make my family happy” were just few of GFM Kids’ testimonies 
in a video captured dialogue. 

In parenting; it is crucial to first understand one’s personality in order to effectively 
parent his/her own child. Mrs. Christabel Ting; the resource speaker who is an 
Educational Therapist from Juniors’n Friends shared a tool called Wired That Way 
Personality Profile based on the teachings of Marita Littauer & Florence Littauer 
which characterizes one’s personality in four types namely the Popular Sanguine 
(The Creative Person), the Peaceful Phlegmatic (The Support Person), the Powerful 
Choleric (The Leadership Person) and the Perfect Melancholy (The Detail Person). The 
tool allows to assess one’s strengths and weaknesses in order to understand which 
are those that cannot be changed and those that can be changed by God’s grace and 
guidance. 

The assessment resulted in a very convincing revelation of the participants’ 
personalities which was conceded by their spouses and friends. The significance 
of the drawn conclusion is that parents would be able to manage and raise their 
children in a way that would fit their child’s personality and mold them towards a 
godly character. The workshop’s take away was the good learning that as we come 
to understand one’s personality; we are able to live harmoniously, complement each 
other’s strengths and help each other transform into our ultimate goal of Christ 
likeness and be used in His Kingdom for His glory.
