EVENT REPORT

The Wholeness Ministry conducted its 5th ‘Restored to Wholeness Seminar’ Workshop
on the 23rd - 25th of February 2017 with 44 attendees and 12 ministry workers over
three days’ covering intensive sharing of God's word that opened minds to the realities
of the forces of darkness at work in the spiritual realm which in turn affects and
impacts our physical, spiritual, and emotional state of being. Often, we wonder why
certain traits in us begin to become stumbling blocks that control our actions and
force us to think negatively about our situations and ourselves.

Why am | so afraid of the dark? Why do | hate myself? Why do | compare myself to
others? Why is there a string of pessimistic thoughts controlling my mind? Why can’t
| forgive? Why is everyone’s marriage in my family broken or breaking? Why do | feel
I'am in bondage? Do | have hope? These questions may be little foxes but in due time
we have in front of us an enormous mountain of complexities.

The Wholeness Seminar commenced with Pastor Benjamin giving us an overview on
the primary sources of our wounding and highlighted the areas that would be shared
and discussed. Testimonies from speakers as well as previous workshop participants
preceded the topics covered which added a thorough understanding on how these
patterns and beliefs can manifest in any one’s life and through powerful spiritual
weapons how they can be overcome. Sister Tricia shared an in depth and detailed
study on family patters flowing through generations which was a spiritual eye opener
to many.

At the workshop, we learned how to recognise that our thoughts, behaviours,
emotions and state of being may arise from demonic oppression. We were taught how
spiritual reasons such as our ungodly beliefs, generational curses and patterns from
our ancestors could be a source of our current wounding. Ministry workers taught

us how to deal with possible ungodly beliefs, recognise generational patterns and
their consequences in our lives, curses and their influences and how to break them,
the reality of demons and how to battle against such principalities and powers of
darkness and finally be set free for all our generations to come. God has made known
these mysteries to us from His Word which we were taught in detail over the three
days and through prayer and confession and through a time of prayer inner healing
was experienced among participants.

On the last day which was Saturday, during a time of prayer, many people received
a word of knowledge from ministry workers. The seminar concluded with ministry
workers offering to meet (in confidence) participants individually after the seminar
over the next months to pray and discuss their specific inner healing processes.

If you are battling any feeling that takes away your joy, hope, peace and if you are
struggling with an attitude of defeat, despair or if you need spiritual recognising and
cleansing from ungodly family patterns, curses or wounding, the Wholeness Ministry
will be holding its 6th ‘Restored to Wholeness Seminar’ in August 2017 and welcomes
you to experience your time of breakthrough!

| was resting on my bed for an afternoon siesta after teaching the church planters on
the book of Revelation. It was not an easy book to teach but an essential one when it
comes to the end-times.

Awakened by violent shaking of the bed, my first thought was that someone might
be playing tricks on me. Within seconds | heard screaming and yelling “earthquake!”
People were scrambling to run out of the house. | saw one injured sister struggling
to escape and | eventually brought her to safety.

There where many violent aftershocks that shook the building, many things were
falling but thanks be to God that the building remained strong and we were all safe.

My first thoughts after the earthquake were about my family back in Singapore for
our furlough from the missions field. Thank God | was able to report my safety to
them before all communication was cut. The earthquake ended up taking thousands
of lives and have left millions more homeless!

After the earthquake, many of the church planters were sent out to the earthquake
affected areas. And eventually many churches were planted as God turned the situation around for the gospel to be spread.

The impact of the earthquake brought a significant lesson to the church planters. The Bible warned of calamities coming with increased
intensity in the last days found in Matthew’s eschatological discourse.

Matthew 24: 4-14

And Jesus answered them,” ... For nation will rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom, and there will be famines and
earthquakes in various places. All these are but the beginning of the birth pains. “Then they will deliver you up to tribulation and put
you to death, and you will be hated by all nations for my name’s sake. And then many will fall away and betray one another and hate one
another. And many false prophets will arise and lead many astray. And because lawlessness will be increased, the love of many will grow
cold. But the one who endures to the end will be saved. And this gospel of the kingdom will be proclaimed throughout the whole world
as a testimony to all nations, and then the end will come.”

What are the signs of the end times? Jesus’ answers include an increase in wars, famines, earthquake, suffering and persecution of
believers, the increase of false prophets and lawlessness; and the heart of many will turn cold. All these signs had been there since
Jesus'’ time until now, but there is one important point that should be the focus of our attention — and that is verse 14, and this verse give
prominence to the mission to the nations as an eschatological imperative, and how the conclusion of the mission to the nations is linked
with the end of the age.

The missional calling of the Church in view of the end times is found in Matthew 24:14. We are to partner with God in proclaiming the
gospel of the Kingdom throughout the world as a witness to all nations. Only when this worldwide endeavour has been completed to the
satisfaction of our Lord, then will the end come.

Ps Benjamin Wong and his wife, Tricia led a team of us (Linda, Geraldine, Lydia and Eng Teong) on this inaugural week-long missions trip
for the Wholeness Ministry.

Upon arrival in Yangon we had the opportunity to minister at Rev Aye Min’s church. He is currently the assistant General Superintendent
of Myanmar Assemblies of God and we were honoured for him to have him hosting us.

Many responded to the altar call and were touched by
our Father’s love. On the 4th night, we travelled to another village at Hmawbi where Ps Benjamin preached to more than 200 participants.
We visited the church, Bible school, prayer house and library. We also visited Rev Aye Min’s office that was built out of a jungle!

This was a very fruitful and memorable time for many of us. We saw believers hungry for God despite the harsh environment. Many were
set free from oppressions and strongholds. Throughout the trip, our team was in good health. We are grateful for His protection. The
frequent power failures, sweltering heat and bumpy roads, none of these mattered in the light of the fruit of our ministry.

Our Senior Pastor Rev. Calvin Lee from Grace Assembly of God Singapore received the call from God to expand the work of our Father in
Vietnam. During that time, Pastor Andy was the Missions Country Director for Vietnam. When Rev Calvin Lee communicated this mandate
to him, after much prayer and conviction, Pastor Andy decided to respond in obedience to the call that Rev Calvin Lee had received.

In January 2014, Pastor Andy and his wife Jennifer took a leap of faith. Without any reservation regarding the unfamiliar territory and
associated concerns, they moved to Vietnam to pioneer the work for IGA (International Grace Assembly).

IGA in Ho Chi Minh City (HCMC] was established on 13th April 2014. It intends to serve the expatriate community within this
cosmopolitan city.

By the grace of God, IGA has indeed become “a home away from home” for all those who desire to connect with the body of Christ in
fellowship and worship. Many families and individuals testified that they have found a spiritual home in IGA and continue to keep in
touch even after they have been transferred to other countries.

For our struggle is not against flesh and blood, but against the rulers, against the authorities, against the powers of this dark world an
against the spiritual forces of evil in the heavenly realm

It goes without saying that challenges have been encountered, but we have every confidence that God is faithful to His own vision and
will be our beacon of light at the end of every tunnel.

The first year was indeed a challenging year. After being in service for just about six months, all IGA equipment and musical instruments
were practically “stolen” and we were locked out of our worship premises by a sister who held the master lease and claimed that it
was her God who told her to act this way. During the following months, IGA’'s worship services were held at the home of our members.
Nevertheless, God showed that He is in full control and can rise above any difficult situation. After more than three months as a
“wandering Church”, we got back the master lease of the worship premises and began to renovate a second time. God is faithful as love
offering of steadfast members funded the purchase of all the necessary musical instruments and the deposit for the lease. IGA was
restored double-fold with a more beautiful environment and much better equipped place of worship than before. Praise the Lord!

In addition to being a place for worship and fellowship, IGA has also been involved in several ministerial undertakings in 2015 and 2016.
Namely, prayer trips to Dalat province, Hanoi and Haiphong, and one worship conference in Bao Loc City (Lam Dam province). Pastor
Andy is actively ministering in revival meetings as well as Leaders and Pastors Meeting in the Assembly of God Vietnam.

Currently, our Sunday Worship Service has witnessed many signs and wonders, such as supernatural healings. Our members
experienced life-transforming sermons and gained spiritual maturity to empower them to face the challenges in their lives.

Brother Joshua lost his hearing in his right ear for more than seven years after a virus attack. Doctors have told him even surgery
will not help as the nerves in his ear are damaged. In one IGA service, as he approached the altar for prayer, God restored his hearing
completely!

Brother Alvin met with an accident and his right ankle bone was badly damaged. He walked with a limp. An orthopedic surgeon told him
the surgery will be quite complicated and expensive. During one IGA service when Pastor Andy was preaching on healing, Brother Alvin
stepped forward for prayer and God totally healed his ankle. Now Brother Alvin can walk, run and jump!

A brother from Canada attended IGA, but his life was in shambles as he was emotionally unstable and addicted to drugs. After attending
IGA for about a month, God began to restore and renew his heart and mind. He was turned from running after drugs to running after
God. He is now a totally renewed man in Christ!

Brother Michael Tan a faithful brother in IGA who has a pain in the back of his neck for more than six months and doctor are unable to
diagnose the problem and he was on pain killer all the while. During one of the Sunday service he step forward for prayer and God totally
healed him and he was totally relieved of the neck pain. Hallelujah!

Our Discipleship Classes every Saturday center around building a life foundation based on the word of God, providing guidance on
biblical living and expounds on all things in the spiritual realm.

IGA has also undertaken community outreach projects this April 2017, such as donating bicycles to assist under- privileged students in
Ninth Thuan province (the poorest province in Vietnam due to its harsh climate), as well as building library bookshelves for the needy in
Vinh Binh Bac (Kien Giang province).

The bicycle donation project truly demonstrates our God as Jehovah Jireh the Provider, and we in IGA are grateful to be a blessing in
Ninh Thuan Province to impoverished students there.

At the beginning in July 2016, we received a request to sponsor USD3,000 for a total of 30 bicycles for various schools in the Ninh Thuan
Province. It serves as a gift of encouragement to those students who excel in their studies. It is also our fervent prayer that with each
bicycle, eternal salvation through Jesus Christ would come to these families who receive them.

On the actual day we were told we do not have to visit every school to distribute the bicycle but we were honored as donors at the
Ministry of Education in Ninh Thuan Province instead. We also found out that instead of 30 bicycles, the USD3,000 gift will be able to
procure 46 bicycles, all brand new and of excellent quality. It was like the parable of the five loaves and two fishes. God always multiplies
what little we give Him.

Each school from various districts sent five of their best students to collect the new bicycles. Some of the students testified in the
ceremony that they had to walk 3 to 5 km each way to get to school every day. During the ceremony, the Director of Education from Ninh
Thuan Province shared that “a bicycle can change a life” these testify to our prayer that each bicycle will bring the salvation grace of God
to each family. May God impact each student and his family to know Him through the bicycle gift.

The six surplus bicycles were then allocated to a nearby primary school. The principal of the primary school was visibly moved. She
said this was the first time anyone had tried to help any of her children. God will surely bless these precious students and their families
through the bicycle.

Although the entire Ninh Thuan outreach project took over nine months, God showed why it was worth the wait. Five loaves and two
fishes He multiplies. Praise and Glory to His Name!

IGA believes that engagement with the local community is vital to demonstrate our Christian love, so we offer free English classes to
youth and pre-believers who want to improve their English speaking skills. Through this platform, we have faith that many will come to
know and experience the goodness of God.

We also believe local youths will become future pioneers in God’s kingdom, so we also conduct Life skills training seminars on quarterly
basis that provide youths with fundamental life skillsets in achieving success in the marketplace.

IGA looks forward to transforming worship service based on our unwavering standard of kingdom principles. IGA worship team will
be travelling to various provinces to conduct worship conferences in local churches, which will initiate a new wave of worship with
contemporary music and praise among the youths of Vietnam.

It is our mission to fulfill our Father’s mission. We see each day as an opportunity to expand, develop and reach more pre-believers in
Vietnam. We constantly cast our nets into deeper and darker waters with the quest to serve God in excellence with all that we have, even
when we only have little.

We are IGA (International Grace Assembly), Ho Chi Minh City, Vietnam: a
body that is still being developed, but a body full of zeal and determination
to fulfill the will of God and preach the gospel to this nation using every
resource available. Please let us join hands and hearts as we continue to
impact this beautiful kingdom for Jesus Christ our Lord!
